Other Reports: Alderperson Kilty made the comment that in 2024 the tax base for revenues was about $488,000
and in 2025 it was about $426,000 which is less. There may be a misconception out there with our residents that
are seeing an increase in their taxes. The state made up the revenues. The city has not asked for a levy increase in
years according to Alderperson Wilczek. What the residents don’t see is the money being spread out between the
OW School District, CVTC, and the County. Alderperson Wilczek talked about the fire district meeting that was
held. At this time there are not any grants to apply for, they would have to apply for a bank loan. As of the first
of the year the land that was held for them by the city was released; so if anyone is interested it is available. Ata
later date the fire district will have another meeting with CB Squared involved and they will have a definitive
number of costs for the area. Alderperson Martine stated the Mystery Dinner was attended. There is an open
house in Loyal by Affordable Hones to look at a finished home; Alderperson Kilty will follow up with them
regarding the lots they were interested in.
